This memoryscape explores the hidden history of London's docks, once the busiest docks in the world. 
The picture postcard, tourist views of Greenwich are quickly left behind to explore the strange quaysides 
and deserted industrial landscape of the Greenwich peninsula. The walk is narrated by the people who 
used to work in the docks and wharves in London. Their stories are taken from a unique collection of 200 
interviews gathered when the docks fell into disuse, which is now stored at the Museum in Docklands.
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
